I

Your essay should include discussions of the following:

2]
The author’s thematic goals and literary methods.

3]
The work’s literary context.  That is, set this work in relation to one or more of the works discussed in this course.

Combine these concerns into a coherent and engaging essay.

II

Choose three novels over the span of three decades to show similarities and differences in their conceptions of the novel form.
