Compare either The Late George Apley or Seize the Day, works written in the 20th century, with one of the works, composed in the 19th century, which we have read in this course on Boston or New York City.  How has the subject (Boston or NYC) changed?  How has the idea of the city changed?  How has the author’s approach to the subject changed?  What has not changed?  What conclusions can you draw?
Papers should be shaped around an organizing critical point: evaluative and/or analytical.  Essays should be clear and coherent: each focused on a single topic which is developed through argument and evidence to arrive at a conclusion.  They must be typed (prepared on a computer, if possible), double-spaced, with numbered pages and proof read.
