En443--Literacy-focused final projects for students needing a substitute for En 448 (Perspectives on Literacy)

Drawing on Chapters 8 & 9 or 10 & 11 of Language and Literacy
Choose one or two examples from the writing of a literacy learner (or learners) or record an example of classroom discourse to analyze using the guiding activities for these chapters at the back of the book.   The chapters include examples drawn from such analyses.

Your analysis of classroom discourse or a text produced by literacy learner should have.

· a clear focus of inquiry—an initial question you’re asking about the classroom or the reading/writing of the learner

·  relevant background information about the setting and/or the learner's background, including the sequence of work that led to this moment or piece of writing

· a detailed analysis of an example of classroom discourse or a learner's text

· a discussion of 

a) what you discover about this classroom discourse example and what it suggests about the what, why and how (the ideational, interpersonal, and textual functions) of the larger classroom discourse context, or 

b) what you discover about the what why and how of the learner’s text in relation to the learning context and activity in which the learner produced one of these texts.  

You might want to make suggestions for altering/adapting the classroom discourse mode or the reading/writing activities with reference to the needs of the learner/s.
