You should actually start Roddy Doyle's novel, "The Woman Who Walked into Doors" at the beginning, with chapter 1 (2 pages), but we're going to focus for the moment on chapter 2, on the section that I read in the course introduction video. In this chapter, the narrator, Paula, recalls her experience as an adolescent girl, the first time she saw the boy Charlo. What can you say about the ways in which this narrator, now an adult, represents her adolescent world and and the ways in which she defined herself in relation to it? How do her words Who might her listeners be and what might be her purpose in recalling these events in this way? How does her language help to bring us into the context of her adolescent world? (Answer these questions in your own notes.)
