These two chapters bring a sudden shift in narrative setting, although the narrator remains the same. As you read, think carefully about the shared knowledge you bring to these chapters from: 

· The immediate situational context (the scene hasn't been set for us by the author) 

· The larger conversational context (in this case, the extended implied conversation between author and reader that constitutes the novel, of which you've read 2 or 6 chapters at the time of these interludes) and the place of this piece within it 

· A larger cultural/social context (any knowledge from the larger outside world that you draw on in making sense of these chapters)  

It's also likely at various points in the novel that some of the shared knowledge you need isn't something that you bring (either because the author has intentionally left gaps for you to figure out (an important involvement strategy--a topic we'll look at later), or because you happen to lack a particular range of experience that the author has assumed).  If you feel momentary puzzlement as you read, speculate about its causes.
