Read the beginning of this chapter, p. 152 to the bottom of p. 163, in which Pratt explores ways of intentionally violating Grice's maxims.
Read pp. 171-175 about the literary speech situation.
Read p. 182 to mid 184 about unintentional failure (on the part of a fictional speaker).
Read the conclusion to this chapter, from mid p. 198 to 200.
If you know any of the literary examples Pratt draws on, read her discussion of that text.
As you read Pratt, think about how her points might apply to any of the literature we've been reading.
