Walker's story comes from her collection "In Love and Trouble." This story centers around differences in understanding between a mother and one of her daughters--both in the past and in the present moment of her daughter's visit home. As you read, what do you learn about their different frames of reference (differences in shared knowledge) past and present, and the ways in which their different intentions and purposes are represented in their present exchanges.
