In the computer lab:
While we’re working today, I’ll pass around my digital camera and ask you to take pictures of each other for the course website.  Please number each picture and put the name of the person in the picture beside the number.

A. Working with the English course site (www.litandwriting.umb.edu):
1.  Post your transcript (#2) and/or or information about the community you’re studying (#1).

2.  We’ll work together on a sample analysis of one of your transcripts.

3. You’ll pair up with someone sitting near you.   I’ll assign posted transcripts for you to work with.  
Open the transcript.  Open a Word file and copy the transcript into it.

Print a copy of today’s worksheet, 3.1, and begin to work through the questions.

Using the highlighting feature (beyond the arrows to the right of the toolbar), indicate the major semantic fields of this conversation.

Using the insert comment feature (under Insert above the toolbars), comment on what you observe about shared knowledge and shared meanings in the conversation.  

Using a different highlight color, indicate any marked features of style here.

When you’ve finished

a.  Email the marked transcript (with your names) to the researcher who posted it and to me.

b.  Post a quick summary of your observations in the comments section at the bottom of the posted transcript (including both of your names—one can post, the other can write “I agree.”)
c.  Repeat this process for the next transcript below the one you worked with.

B.  Working with the WebCT site.  

Post one or two questions or comments about today’s work on the discussion board.  Add an answer or further comment to someone else’s posting.

If there’s time, we’ll try out the chat feature, holding an online conversation about today’s work.
