1. Read DiPardo, “‘Whispers of Coming and Going’: Lessons from Fannie.”

First look at the article in terms of its arguments and their implications: What strikes you? What did you find compelling/surprising/disturbing? What does this case study illuminate and complicate about teaching/tutoring and learning? What connections do you see between this article and others we have read/discussed?  What connections do you see between this article and your own tutoring/learning experiences? What are the possible implications for tutoring? 

Then look at it in terms of its genre, methodology, and structure:  What kinds of data does DiPardo draw on for her case study? How does she set the article up?  What ideas does it give you in terms of doing research for your own course project?  What would you need to do to explore some of the issues examined in the article?  Does she do anything you find problematic?

Nothing to write about the article, but please come prepared to discuss these questions.

2. Re-read your own journals/logs for this semester and do some glossing.  See if you can identify an issue that you might like to focus on as you proceed through the semester.  Try to connect the ‘word’ of the course with the ‘world’ of your tutoring (choosing something that you’ve read about and connectin it to the realities of your tutoring work or vice versa).

3. Tutoring Log:  Try to include at least one entry that addresses something problematic – something that you had trouble responding to or felt uncomfortable about.  Write as much of the actual dialogue as you can remember.
