Then write an entry about what you saw when you reread your journal and log (re-vision!).    

Some things you might want to comment on:

· the relationship between your fears and concerns early in the semester and the realities of tutoring

· how the dialectic between authority and doubt played itself out for you as a tutor/writer

· ways in which your tutoring shaped your own writing

· ways in which you addressed your own questions

· new questions that have arisen for you through the semester
