On Reading Hypertext Fiction
While Kajder suggests that the reader of hypertext is positioned as a coauthor, several writers comment on the fact that the writer still controls the reader’s choices, that the reader has not become the writer.

· Hypertext offers the “illusion of control” (Gina)

· The hypertext reader is choosing predetermined paths (Lori)

· Hypertext offers potential pathways, choices, but not empowerment (Jason)

Some find the hypertext reading experience reminiscent of reading

“Choose Your Own Adventure” stories (Tiffany), and
a Read Write Think “Choose Your Own Adventure” lesson for middle school teaches students to compose in hypertext.

The experience of reading hypertext fiction can involve, as Altun suggests for L2 students:
· Confusion, like being lost in a maze (Lori)
· Navigating the maze (Gina)
The hypertext reading process 

· will result in different readings for different readers (Lori)

· draws on prior experience and knowledge (Jason)

Implications for teaching

· There’s value in working with hypertext fiction for several reasons (Ellie)
· Hypertext fiction can help students develop meta-level awareness of reading processes  and can help teach meta-level reading strategies (Ellie)
· Collaborative composing of hypertext can help students develop global scheme and relevant strategies (Katherine)
· Reading hypertext needs to be taught, and discussion boards can be a useful entry into working with hypertext, as Kajder describes (Patricia) 
· Hypertext can support differentiated instruction (Rochelle)
