· How does this writer characterize this discourse community?  What kind of community is this?

· Does the writer provide the shared knowledge and background information that you need about this community?  What else do you want to know?

· Does the writer present a clear question or statement of purpose?  What is the writer is going to try to show about the community?  

· What major themes, ideas does the writer present about this community?
· What connections does the writer make to the work of other researchers?  
· Does the writer have a clear pattern of organization, with headings?  Do you have other suggestions for these headings?  Are there other headings that might be added?  What main points is the writer making under these headings.

· Does the writer provide appropriate supporting evidence for the main points?  Does the evidence include actual examples from observations of speech act and other interactions and/or words from conversations?   Note where more evidence could be added?

· Does the writer make clear connections to other research, quoting from our readings at appropriate places?  Can you think of other connections that might be made?

· Does the conclusion reaffirm the writer’s  new understandings?  Is there anything you’d add to this.

· Look back at the title. Does it fit with what you’ve read?  Do you have any other suggestions for possible titles?
· What other advice would you give to this writer?

Next read through all of the research memos, noting places where there are strong points or examples that could further support the main points the writer is making or other major points that would contribute to the overall characterization of this community.  Then add to your advice to the writer, pointing to the specific research memos and examples that you suggest the writer draw on.
