Unit 4—Writing for different media:  blogs, websites, and oral performance/radio  Weeks 12-15   

The final unit will focus on the ways in which writers have been using a variety of media to explore aspects of their experience of the world and to reflect on different topics from a personal perspective.  For this unit, you will read blogs (including selections from Baghdad Burning comparing it to earlier examples of literary journalism) and make contributions to one (or start/add to, and link, your own), consider the specific requirements of writing for oral performance, and you’ll adapt a piece of your earlier writing (or write a new one) for one of these media. (Students who are using their work for the Writing Proficiency Requirement and plan a significant recasting of an earlier piece of work for that purpose may count that as their final project, with a brief presentation of that work in PowerPoint to the class.)
Week 12
Tuesday, April 18.  Meet in Gold Lab, Healey UL.  We’ll begin our final sequence of work, considering alternative ways of representing lifewriting and focusing on blogs.  We’ll look at some examples, you’ll search for blogs that relate to a topic you’ve been writing on, and you’ll post to a class blog and/or start your own.
For Thursday, April 20.  Read selections from Baghdad Burning and In Cold Blood.  (ER)

Thursday, April 20.  We’ll discuss In Cold Blood and Baghdad Burning, considering Truman Capote’s early shaping of the genre of literary journalism and the ways in which Riverbend’s blog reshapes that genre.

For Tuesday, April 25.  Find an interesting blog or website and post a comment of about a page about what you find interesting and what you observe about the genre, with a link, on our class blog or your linked blog.
Tuesday, April 25.  We’ll meet in the English seminar room, W-6-47 for our intermediate seminar lunch.  We’ll listen to some oral performances of lifewriting from “This American Life” on National Public Radio (link on resources page of our website).
For Thursday, April 27.   Find another segment of “This American Life” that connects with something you’ve been writing about.  Listen to it and post a 1 page response with a link on our class blog or your linked blog.
Thursday, April 27.  We’ll share a few interesting discoveries of blogs and NPR segments.
