Engl276 and the Writing Proficiency Portfolio Requirement

According the Writing Proficiency Office, course papers submitted for the portfolio must

meet all of these criteria:

· Each must be a graded paper, written for a course taught at UMass Boston (such as, but not limited to, English 102, G100 First Year Seminar, G200 Intermediate Seminar). At least one of the three papers must come from a course at the 200 level or higher (such as a G200 Intermediate Seminar). 

· All three papers must be analytical essays written in English. 

· At least two of the three supporting papers must be based on the analysis of two or more readings. The third may be based on the analysis of one reading or on the analysis of information gathered through observation, interview, or experimentation. 

· Each paper must come from a different course and a different instructor. 

· Each paper must be a full five typed pages or more in length (double-spaced, 1" margins maximum, 12-point type, on 8 1/2" X 11" paper) or the equivalent; approximately 1300-1500 words minimum. 

· Each paper must be the original graded paper (not a copy or a photocopy). (If the original was handwritten, a typed transcription (not a revision) must be attached to the original). 

· Each original graded paper must have attached to it a completed certificate signed by the teacher who graded it. (A department chair may sign the certificate only if the teacher is no longer here or is on leave.)

From the perspective of 276G and our current sequence of assignments, there are several options:

1.  Building on the critical analysis you wrote about the work of one of our authors, you could critically analyze and compare the work of a second writer.

2. You could shape the researched creative essay so that it contains a detailed analysis of two readings—perhaps two studies that you’ve found on the topic.  The essay I posted would meet that requirement

3. If you’ve produced two essays for other courses that involve the analysis of two readings, you could use the researched creative essay to meet the option of having paper #3 be based on the analysis of information gathered through primary as well as some secondary research.  .
If preparing an appropriate essay for the WPR will involve a significant addition to or variation on the work you’ve been doing, you may use this (instead of a final presentation in other media) as your Unit 4 project, but I’ll ask you to prepare a small PowerPoint presentation to go with it (and I’ll show you how if you haven’t used it before).
